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KEY MESSAGES

. The Rio+20 Corporate Sustainability Forum and BASD Business Day prove that the private

sector is willing to be part of the solution and is moving ahead with force, not waiting for
Governments. Corporate innovation and collaboration on sustainability are gaining pace,
with 200 commitments to action announced by business at the Forum — each of which will be
reported on and tracked. These commitments exemplify a larger effort underway by
thousands of businesses and other organizations around the world that are integrating
sustainability into their day-to-day work.

Business has expressed support for the Sustainable Development Goals, with approximately
1,000 executives at the Forum indicating their desire to work with Governments in setting
goals and targets — seeing the SDGs as a driving force to move sustainability ahead.

Our hope is that the Corporate Sustainability Forum provides inspiration and encouragement
to Governments to transition to a green economy, and to take steps to support responsible
business practices globally. The outcome document of the Rio+20 Corporate Sustainability
Forum contains dozens of specific policy recommendations for Government on priority
issues, including energy, climate, water, agriculture, social development, urbanization and
finance.

We must take this energy from Rio and bring corporate sustainability to the next level. We
need companies everywhere to deliver value not just financially — but also in social,
environmental and ethical terms — and to report publicly on progress. Going to scale is our
task leaving Rio.
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
